First Graces from God:
Our Human Life; Jesus Christ our Savior; the Holy Spirit
and His power and His Church to guide us.

General Graces: (1 Cor 13:13)

Love - God's power of unconditional love (vs 4-8)

SANCTIFYING GRACE (PERSONALY: is a permanent
gift, a stable and supematural disposition that perfects us. It
giving us divine power to love others as Christ loved us.
Isaiah 11: 2 (These come in seed form with Baptism.)

Wisdom -to ‘know the purpose and plan of God.
Understanding -to know the essence of something.
Counsel -to choose the right means to God’s end.
Fortitude -to be steady in will to do good.

Knowledge - to know God, myself and grow in perfection
Piety - to reverence God.

Fear - to greatly respect God and fear losing His love.
